GENERAL FUNCTION:

Provide a safe and inclusive environment in which teens can be themselves.

Be aware of health and safety concerns including camper fatigue.

Recognize and respond to opportunities for the group so that each individual experiences success.
Ensure that each and every camper is included in the group.

Ensure that the Camp Jackson is a positive and memorable experience for every camper.

Never leave children unsupervised.

Attend staff trainings and meetings.

Programming:

Provide innovative and fun programming for your group of campers.

Operate your program within the Camp Jackson schedule and the teen program guidelines set out
by the Teen Program Director.

Use good judgment when leading activities.

Foster a sense of ownership in programs and facilities.
